Licenses & Permits 
 
        -1965 Small game license required for hunters.  Lion classified as predator.  
 
1965-1966 Lion classified as big game.  Lion license required for hunters. 
 
1967-1971 Lion license or Sportsman’s license. 
 
1971-1974 Limited licenses in certain units. 
 
1975  Limited license system dropped with seasons beginning in fall of 1975. 
 
1972-1975 Lion license, Sportsman’s license, & permit for controlled quota units (Quota system begins in 1972 for certain 

units and grows in number of units throughout this period.) 
 
1976-1996 Lion license & permit. 
 
1997-present Lion license, permit not required-hunter calls toll free number to find out if a unit is open or closed. 
 
 



Mandatory Check 
 
1968-1970 Harvested lion must be taken to an officer or office for inspection and reporting w/in 48 hours of harvest. 
 
1971-1996 Harvested lion must be taken to officer or office for inspection, reporting and seal w/in 48 hours of harvest. 
 
1997-present Hunters must report harvest to DOW w/in 48 hours of kill, harvested lion must be taken to officer or office w/in 

5 days for inspection, report, and seal. 
 
2006-present Voluntary collection of tooth from lion for aging. 
 
 

Game Damage Kills 
 
        -1965 Lion classified as a predator - June 30, 1965.  No license required by landowner for take. 
 
1929-1965 Bounty on lion until June 30, 1965. 
 
1971-1972 Killing depredating lions w/o license authorized for landowners.  Reporting to game agency required w/in 30 

days after take.  Lion carcass is property of the State unless reported and sealed. 
 
1973-1996 Reporting of depredating lions killed w/o license changed to w/in 5 days of take. Lion carcass remains 

property of the State unless sealed. 
 
1997-present Depredating lion may be taken by owner or agent.  Same reporting period.  Only lions taken by owner may be 

sealed and possessed lawfully.  
 
 

Use of Dogs 
 
1965-1966 Use of dogs unrestricted 
 
1967-present Use of dogs prohibited when deer or elk season in progress 
 
1967 Number of dogs restricted to 5 or less 
 
1969-present Number of dogs restricted to 8 or less 
 
 
 

Kittens 
 
1970-present Illegal to kill a lion accompanied by kittens, or to kill a kitten. 
 
 

Evidence or Sex 
 
1997-present Evidence of sex naturally attached to carcass required for lion. 
 

 
Hunter Participation 

 
2004-present The hunter intending to take the cat must be present when dogs are released and through pursuit of the cat.  

Must kill or release cat when treed/bayed.
